ORDINANCE NO. 372
AN ORDINANCE IN AMENDING CHAPTER 93, BUILDINGS, NUMBER OF

Note: Words set as strikeover are to be deleted from the ordinance; words set in underline
are to be added to the ordinance. Words set in double underline indicate amendments made
by the Town Council after the Public Hearing.

Section 1. The Town Council of the Town of Charlestown hereby ordains that Chapter 93
of the Code of Ordinances, Town of Charlestown entitled Buildings, Numbering of, is
amended as follows:

§93-6. Display; Penalties.

A. All residents and other occupants shall display assigned numbers in the following
manner:
(1) Number on the structure or residence. Where the residence or structure is within
fifty (50) feet of the edge of a street right-of-way, the unobstructed assigned number
shall be displayed on the front of the residence or structure in the vicinity of the
front door or entryway.
(2) Number at the street line. Where the residence or structure is over fifty (50) feet
from the edge of the street right-of-way, the assigned number shall be displayed on
a post, fence, wall or mailbox at the property line adjacent to the walk or access
drive to the residence or structure.

(3) Number-display- Size and color of number. Numbers-shall-be-displayed-and

- Upon _transfer of
ownership, numbers shall be displayed as follows: The number(s) is to consist of

numerals of at least four inches in size and be of a color that contrasts with the
background on which it is placed and shall be so located as to be easily visible from
the street. No owner, occupant, lessee, tenant or subtenant of any building shall
display any number other than the assigned proper number designated by the town.
(4) Placing of numbers. Within rinety{96) thirty (30) days after the mailing of
notification of the assigned number to the owner, the owner of the building shall
display the designated number on the respective building in the manner described
above.

(5) Interior location. All residents and other occupants are requested to post the
assigned number and street name adjacent to their telephone for emergency
reference.
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B. Violations. Any person violating the provisions of this chapter shall be punished by a
fine of not more than twenty dollars ($20.) for each violation. Violators shall be prosecuted
by the Chief of Police of the Town of Charlestown or his/her designee by issuance of a

summons in the Municipal Court.

Section 2. The Town Clerk is hereby authorized to cause said changes to be made to the
Town of Charlestown’s Code of Ordinances.

Section 3. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage.
